1.3. National Definitions of SD and SRD

In general, Austria uses the definition as stated by the Brundtland report. 

One major Austrian research field lies in the area of Sustainable Development of European Landscapes and is based on the concept of ‚a holistic approach, in which the development of natural spaces is viewed as being overlapped and influenced by human requirements of use as well as culturally determined forms of perceiving the environment. A transdisciplinary approach to problem-solving is sought by creating research-strategic targets based on the fundamentals of the individual specialised disciplines‘.

1.4
SRD and its Environmental Aspects as part of National Research Priorities and National Key Research Fields 

In Austria, the topic sustainable regional development is a national research priority on its own as well as a part of other research priorities. 

· Cultural Landscape Research Program (on its own right)

· Research Initiative against Forest Decline/Sustainable Forestry

· Research program on ‚Soil Research- Soil Biology‘
Within the Austrian research program on Landscape Management, a joint program undertaken by the Ministries of Science and Transport, the Federal Chancellery, the Ministry of Environment, Youth and Family, the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry, the Ministry of Economic Affairs and State Governments, which is strongly linked to application and policy issues, three superior aims constitute the general framework of a focused implementation of research results:

· considerable reduction of anthropogenic material flows

· optimisation of the relationship between biodiversity and quality of life and

· promotion of the options of life and development within the dynamics of landscapes.

Principles that apply to the research modules include interdisciplinarity (cooperation across disciplines, in particular natural, technical  and social sciences and humanities) and transdisciplinarity (involving protagonists with different, also non-scientific, backgrounds in concept development, research activities and communication methods) as well as involving the public and practical relevance/focus on implementation.

Austrian Research program ‚Research Initiative against Forest Decline‘: Aims and principles of this program involve the development of inventory data and special diagnostic methods, an integral stress diagnosis, local risk evaluation and the development of locally adapted methods for restitution of forest ecosystem stability in order to allow counselling of forest owners in the methods of integrating stress aspects into local and regional forest management plans based on the principles of sustainability.

Austrian Research Concept on ‚Soil Research-Soil Biology‘ : Aims and principles of this program involve the description of basic needs in biological research for agriculturally used soils in Austria, aiming at a more ecologically sound regional/local landuse. 

Research programs including environmental aspects of Sust. Reg. Development  includes research in taxonomy, understanding and evaluation of soil biological processes by parallel analysis of soil physical, chemical and mineralogical parameters.  Specific interactions between such parameters and soil biological processes are analysed as well.  Practical implementation of research results in agricultural landuse systems is on major objective.  Strong interaction with other national and international research programs exist, particularly to find scientifically synergistic effects).

Environmental Aspects of SRD are also mentioned in a number of other Austrian research programs such as:

ecosystemresearch, limnology, national park research, environmental geology, hydroloy, agricultural ecology, meteorology and atmospheric chemistry, climate and climate change impact research, alpine research, socio-economic environmental research, environmental technology and energy research and life cycle analysis research.

2.2. Key research Fields

The Austrian SRD projects and Programs cover a broad range of research fields. The following table shows the exact key research fields:

forestry (11), co-operation & networks (4), energy (4), agriculture, (3) waste (3), patterns of policy making (3), regional management/planning (2), biodiversity (2), landuse (2), water (1), transport (1), SD in developing countries (1), tourism (1), mass flow analysis (1,) theory of SRD (1), urban lifestyles (1), socio-economic issues (2), ecotech (1).

Ten of these eleven Forestry research projects have been returned by the Austrian Federal Forestry Research Centre.

2.3. Involved disciplines

The numbers represent the total number each discipline was mentioned. 

The total involvement of natural sciences disciplines in Austrian projects is 73. Emphasis lies on the fields of biology (6), Botany (7), Zoology (6), Ecology (8) and Conservation (7). Additional mentioned: Glass and Silicat technology and remote sensing. The total involvement of technical sciences disciplines in Austrian projects are 29. The special focus lies on mechanical engineering (5) and mining(4) and technical chemistry (4). Additional mentioned: renewable energy production and ecotech. The total involvement of Agriculture, Forestry and Veterinary Medicine is 27. Especially: Forestry(6) and agraian economy (5). Additionally mentioned: Protection by forestry and decontamination. Social sciences are mentioned 64 times. Emphasis lies in the field of economics (13), social sciences (11), socio-economics (9) and landscape planning (9). The total involvement of humane disciplines: 9. History is mentioned 4 times, all others disciplines mentioned only once are not listed.

This evaluation shows that above all, natural and social sciences are important and integrated in the Austrian research in the field of SRD being mentioned 73 and 64 times. Far less important and less integrated are the technical sciences and agriculture and forestry. Especially the number of agriculture and forestry is astonishingly low although a big number of answers came from the Austrian Federal Forestry Research Centre. Human disciplines and medicine were not seen as important for Austrian environmental research in the field of sustainable regional development.

2.6. Type and Size of Regions addressed in the Projects / Programs

The Austrian projects are defined politically, naturally as well as culturally. 

· politically: many of the projects concern the whole country of  Austria, but also administrative regional borders (districts, NUTS 3 regions, or the City of Vienna)

· culturally: e.g. by language, by religious confession or pattern of land use, types of cultural landscapes

· naturally: e.g. the Alps, the Amazonian Basin, but also small torrent water sheds. 

The regions defined culturally or naturally often are – in addition – limited by political borders. For example, only the forest of the Federal State of Austria is addressed, or the pattern of land use is limited by administrative borders. 

The size of the regions addressed varies from less than 100 km² up to 7 million km² (Amazonia).
